COMMNITY COUNCIL MEETING
3.   ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 1st OCTOBER 2018
Minutes of meeting of 1st October were proposed Alistair McFadzean and seconded by Walter Patterson.
4.  POLICE REPORT

PC Smith attended the meeting.  Local crime; there was nothing to report in Dunscore area.  There was an assault in Thornhill; theft by HB in Thornhill; theft of a motor car in Thornhill; a serious assault in Closeburn, one person has been charged and a theft in Closeburn – enquiries are ongoing for each incident.
PC Smith reminded members to be aware of scams on the internet via Social Media, PayPal; Netflix and mobile phones etc.  Never pass any bank details onto anyone whether it is on the internet or by telephone.
There is still an ongoing problem re: Speddoch.  Gates have been deliberately left open and as a results livestock got out, luckily there were no accidents caused or damage to the livestock.  There has also been boulders placed in the middle of the road - enquiries are ongoing.  There was also an incident at Milton which is being followed up.  Should any members report sighting of any suspicious vehicles or cars in the area to report this to the Police. 
There have been no further reports regarding the white Skoda since last meeting.

It had been previously noted that the school mini buses were travelling too fast.  PC Smith contacted the owner of these buses who advised that he would speak to the drivers to slow down.  No further reports of speeding.

There was a Speed Survey conducted on the B729 (Dunscore) between Tuesday 30 October commencing at 08.22 hours until Wednesday 31st October at 09.59hours.  The survey was carried out in respect of westbound traffic by means of the Tele-Traffic Speed Alert Vehicle Activated trailer.

During this period of deployment the weather was fine with clear visibility.  As a result of this survey the following notable speeds were recorded:-

The highest speed of 46mph was recorded at 2100 hours.
PC Smith asked about our proposed flashing signs.  Alistair updated her on progress in regards to this to-date.  She informed members that the Police are looking to obtain extra speed guns but as yet nothing has been set in stone.  She also re-iterated on the in and outs of should the Community Council purchase their own speed guns however, if it is something that we are proposing to do we are welcome to contact the Police to see if they can be of any assistance.  Allan suggested that the Police use an unmarked car but PC Smith said that the traffic car is marked and that the Road Traffic Unit is now completely separate from her Unit and unfortunately they do not always have the manpower on hand to assist and help out. 
PC Smith was given the date of our next Meeting which she proposes to attend.  Allan thanked her for attending.

5. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

a.  Speed signs and funding - update
Alistair said that contact had been made and they had received a letter via MSP Oliver Mundell who advised that they will not enforce any signs.  The price for the proposed flashing signs will be between £4,000 and £5,000 per sign.  The Police will not enforce any restrictions in the village other than the 30mph speed signs although they will continue to monitor.  It was noted that a decision will have to be made on whether to go ahead with the flashing signs.  Allan reported that he had spoken to Councillor Ivor Hyslop who advised him to ensure that there are enough funds to cover all the costs i.e. to install the signs and maintain them.  Walter proposed that all costings should be got prior to any installation along with Insurance etc. – Action:  a decision to be made at the next meeting if these signs are to be purchased.    
b.   Community Strimmer
This has now been purchased.  Should anyone wish to use it, contact Allan in the first instance. 
c.    Old Dunscore Graveyard

The Council had initiated that they had undertaken the role of tidying up the graveyard.  However, Roy said to date that this had not been maintained by the Council and that he had been keeping it tidy i.e. spraying weeds etc.  Alistair proposed that the Community Council write to the Council for clarification – Action:  Lesley to liaise with Colin and write to the Council.
d.   Tom Carrick seat near Speddoch Hall – update?

A quote has been received for 2 x seats which are valid until 14th November (30 days).  It was proposed that we go ahead with the purchase – Action:  Allan to liaise with Colin to find out if they have been already ordered.  Morag proposed that a plague be placed on them inscribed in Memory of Tom Carrick – Action:  This to be clarified at the next meeting. 
e.   Salt bins

These have yet to be filled.  Already Allan has had to use them for the top of Church Brae.
f.   Funds with Arts and Crafts Group

Lesley sent a letter to the group but to-date has not received a reply. 
g.   Water at the Moat
Allan visited Alistair Melville, this issue is still ongoing.   
h.   Clothing Bank

Lesley contacted the company and as a result there are now two bins side by side.

i.   Speeding Traffic
There has been a portable sign in place near the Health centre for some time.

j.   Cemetery & Park gates

Lesley contacted the Council who advised her that these are due for replacement in the next financial year.
k.   Footpath from Throughgate to Dunscore

Colin contacted Mr Crawford who response was well received.  This is ongoing.
6. FINANCIAL UPDATE

There was no financial update as Joe was unavailable.  Lesley gave her invoice to Allan re: her secretarial duties to pass to Joe on his return.
7. NEW BUSINESS
a. Light on at the Health Centre at night
Contact was made and it was noted that the lights being on all night was outwith the control of the doctors within the Health Centre – Action:  Anne to email Councillor Wood.
b.  High Speed Broadband progress

This is ongoing.  It is hoped that Morrinton will receive this by approximately June 2019.
c.  Glenriddell Hall gains charity status

Archie said that they had applied for this status because of changes to the water rates.  Charity status was granted in October 2018.

d.  Village Diary – Ann Walton is setting up a Village Diary Website

This has now been set up.  Info for future events is to be given to Ann to add to the diary.
8. ANY OTHER COMPETENT BUSINESS
There was a report of fly tipping on the Burnhead Road, a fridge has been dumped in the lay-by. 
Walter advised that he had noted in the local paper that the Council proposes changes to the uplifting of household waste and that there were plans ahead to provide every household with different coloured bins to promote their recycling.
