3.   ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 1st APRIL 2019
Minutes of meeting of 1st April were proposed by Walter Patterson and seconded by Colin Mitchell.

 POLICE REPORT

Colin said that the Police had been in touch and that there was nothing to report.  They reminded members to be vigilant.  Remember to report drunk drivers, drug takers, suspected cannabis farm cultivation, thefts etc.  

There are still ongoing investigations at Speddoch. 

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

 Speed signs and funding - update

There were no further updates.  Colin is still waiting on the Council to contact him.  Alistair said that they may apply for Windfarm funding towards the proposed signs.  He also noted that the Harestanes have in the past four years never given a grant towards Speed Signs but there was always a first time.  This is ongoing – Action:  Colin to check if the monies proposed from the Communities Safety Fund is still available?

b.    Old Dunscore Graveyard

There is no sign of any works being undertaken and another piece of the wall is ready to come down.  The wall will now have to be rebuilt – Action:  Lesley to contact Councillor Andrew Wood as he is already aware of the situation.  Action:  Alan to contact Jackie Grant from the Dumfries and Galloway Standard. 

c.   Tom Carrick seat near Speddoch Hall – update?

The seats have yet to be placed – Action:  Joe to arrange installation.

d.   Funds with Arts and Crafts Group

Colin reminded Members that the cheque that was given to the group had never been cashed.

e.   Water at the Moat

Colin read out an email to say that this had now been sorted.  The Community Council thanked John for undertaking this task with the road finally being fixed.  

f.   Footpath from Throughgate to Dunscore

Colin contacted Paths for All and Sustrans.  He also contacted the Council.  Presently there are no funds available so this remains ongoing.

g.   Blackcraig Windfarm Meeting

Allan and Lesley attended the meeting.  Emails were forwarded to Alistair.  We have yet to sign up for the money.  There will be 10 Community Councils who will each receive the sum of £2,000 per year.  This will be run as a Committee on a three year strategy.  In year 1 there will be one payment made and in years 2 and 3 there will be two payments made.  There will be no funding given to businesses as profit.  Requests for £5,000 or less can go straight to the grant.  The upper limit is £25,000.  The group will be known as Glenkens Community Trust.  They have very kindly offered to attend a meeting in the future.  Colin thanked Alistair for overseeing this – Action:  Fiona Smith to be invited to a meeting.
