COMMNITY COUNCIL MEETING
2.   ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 2nd OCTOBER 2017
Minutes of meeting of 2nd October were approved by Archie Anderson and seconded by Morag McKie.
3. POLICE REPORT

Colin welcomed PC Scott Lockhart and PC Jennifer Wilson to the meeting.  An update was given for the previous month.  A male driver was stopped whilst driving at excessive speed through Dunscore Village.  He was spoken to and educated on the error of his ways.  He was found to have a defective tyre and received 3 penalty points along with a £100 fine.  Alistair was sure that the same male was still speeding through the village.  The Police said that proving someone is speeding is difficult to do but it was noted that a new family had moved into Throughgate with young children.  A new Policeman will be starting in Sanquhar who was formerly with traffic.   Metal tracks were stolen from a JCB farm around 17th October.  The Police have being undertaking anti-crime patrols through Dunscore on a regular basis.  They reminded members that if they spot anything unusual or suspicious to report it i.e. vehicles passing at unusual times also be vigilant to bogus callers at doorsteps.  The annual drink driving campaign will be starting in December.  Morag enquired re: speed limits at Penpont and asked if they were aware that their village may be getting speed signs for 30mph – the Police said that they were unaware of this but will liaise with PC Smith to see if she knew of this.  Colin said that should there be any bearing on this that our Community Council would like to be informed and whether any monies will be coming from Penpont Community Council.  The Police advised Colin that if he had any other issued to send an email to PC Smith.  Colin thanked the Police for attending and also for being on duty at the recent Remembrance Parade held on Sunday 12th November.
4. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

a.  Speed signs
Colin received a reply from Fiona Daubney on a number of issues that were to be addressed.  In the past Road Services have installed the signs and cost incurred were re-imbursed by the Council.  The school speed 20mph sign is still not working and any call out charges to have it fixed could prove to be very costly.  Fiona advised that they require new timers as they have to be periodically replaced as there are insufficient funds to replace them all at once; It was suggested to join up with Throughgate to limit speed sign to 30mph.  Due to there being no street lighting or housed this was deemed as unlikely to happen.  As previously stated, a new family has moved into Throughgate but there are no pavements around that area – Action:  Colin to liaise with Councillor Wood; Keep Clear Signs – Could consider installing an H bar across new access, to date this has still to be done; Colin asked who he should make contact with to erect the signs.  We may struggle to find a suitable post along with both costs and maintenance - Action:  Colin to further liaise with Fiona Daubney; Pot Hole Repairs – both C57 and C112 were due for inspection in October.  Any defects recorded will be due for repair thereafter; Dog Fouling – Colin was advised to contact Dog Fouling Team.  Fiona had also raised this with the Community Safety Team.  If people can identify who the culprit is along with a description of the dog there is a phone number they can call.  
b. 
Defibrillator for village

Colin said that they were still waiting on Ms Karen Lewis from the HUB to arrange training.  

c.   Adoption of Phone Box 
He gave thanks to Archie for painting the phone box.  Archie offered to tidy it inside as it is messy due to it not being in use.
d.   Dunscore Gardening Proposals
Allan has ordered the peat but it has yet to arrive for the bulbs.  The ones at Throughgate and in the village are all finished and complete.  Mansegate has still to be done – Action:  Allan to undertake this duty.
e.    Manhole at the Bottom of Church Crescent
To date this has still not been repaired.  It was noted that a dyke was falling so the road has been shut off to cars but not pedestrians.  
5. FINANCIAL UPDATE

Joe was unavailable to give an update but will do so at the next meeting.
6. Any Other Competent Business
a.  Heritage Centre
This will not open in the winter but volunteers will be required in the New Year.  Jane Haining Leaflet is still to be done.
A request has been received from Speddoch Hall Committee to enable them to erect an open sign as Speddoch Hall can be hard to find.  Signs were erected in the past but had been ripped down.  A Council sign would be good for giving directions to the Hall – Action:  Colin to liaise with Speddoch Hall Committee Members.  There is no date as yet when the Hall is due open as there is still loose ends to tidy up.  Dunscore Community Council Committee were happy to support this sign.
Colin emailed the RAF and received a reply re: their colours.  It was proposed to create an RAF Roundall Sign in their colours in front of Dunscore Medical Centre, perhaps angled.  Morag thought that containers could be easier to create for next spring and could be modelled on the design that Greyfriars used in Dumfries town.  
John Drabble to be liaised with re: the Christmas tree.
Alistair informed the Members that the Pre School presently only have 4 children attending and occasionally only 3.  Both Lee and her assistant have not been paid.  The Council were obliged to keep it open.  This was noted that this is off grave concern to members.  It was also deemed that there is a lack of social housing and that Dunscore is the only village not to have had any affordable housing built in it.  There is no available land.  The Council were hoping to build 15 affordable houses.  In the past Loreburn Housing were approached.
It was noted that the white lines at the junction of Moss Road at Mansegate need to be re-done – Action:  Colin to address.
Kate asked if an Agenda could be placed on the Notice Board at least one week prior to the minutes along with a cut off date – Action:  Comments on minutes to be made to Lesley.  Colin further proposed that the minutes be sent out to all email addresses for their perusal as this may encourage feedback.  This was agreed to be trialled.
