2.  APOLOGIES

COMMNITY COUNCIL MEETING
3.   ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 15th JANUARY 2019
Minutes of meeting of 15th January were proposed Allan Todd and seconded by Joe Cook.
4.  POLICE REPORT

Sgt Stitt informed the Members that Dunscore Primary had received a hoax call which was threatening and then called back to say that they did not mean it.  As a result of this call the school went into lockdown.  

A local family have been scammed out of money via telephone fraud.  The call was apparently from BT which was followed up by a bogus email which resulted in them allowing remote access to remove money from their bank account.  Sgt Stitt reminded members to never allow anyone to remotely access your computer.

The Scottish Government are holding a firework consultation.  The Community Council had also received this email.  Kate enquired if there was a meeting scheduled, a venue has yet to be decided.

Speddoch is still being intermittently targeted.  Various incidents have occurred over a number of years therefore there is still an ongoing investigation being conducted by both PC Lee Smith. 
Colin thanked Sgt Stitt for attending.

5. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

a.  Speed signs and funding - update
A gentleman met with Colin from the Roads departments and said he would write back to him.  The cost of these has doubled in price at £4,500 per sign.  The Community Council could raise £5,000.  It was previously suggested to approach Harestanes Wind Farm Funding.  The Police had agreed that there should be Speed Signs as there are now more children in and around Throughgate.  Carrie suggested mobile signs.  It was noted that these were used in the past between Dunscore and Penpont.  Presently they are unaware of where these were being stored – Action:  Colin to write to Sgt Stitt and Allan to contact Glencairn & Penpont.  These signs would be available through the Council and there is only one supplier.
b.    Old Dunscore Graveyard

The wall has now fallen down - Action:  Councillor Wood to investigate.
c.   Tom Carrick seat near Speddoch Hall – update?

Two seats have been purchased.  One is to be placed at Speddoch Hall and one at Gordieston Brae – Action:  Joe to liaise with Walter; Morag to liaise with Joe re: placing of the Speddoch seat. 
d.   Funds with Arts and Crafts Group

Lesley has yet to receive a reply – Action:  Lesley to send an email.
e.   Water at the Moat
Councillor Wood sought an update on this.  It was agreed that a soak-away would be in the field although this is still an ongoing issue.    
f.   Footpath from Throughgate to Dunscore
Colin has contacted Sustrans re: the proposed path from Throughgate to Dunscore Primary with regards to grant funding.  Judge Crawford has offered to lease the land and not donate it as previously minuted – Action:  Councillor Wood is to be contacted should any issues arise.
g.   Section 16 Signature
This was recorded in the previous minutes of 15th January 2019. 
h.   Blackcraig Windfarm Meeting

Alistair attended this meeting.  There are 23 turbines - £5,000 per turbine with the aim to start paying out the money in May although they are yet to decide how it is to be paid out.  The Trust advised that they have no objections to a Community Council Member joining the Trust.  Allan has initiated that he is happy to attend – Action:  Allan to make contact with Glencairn District Trust.
6. FINANCIAL UPDATE

Joe gave a financial update as follows:

Joe has paid for a spare battery for the Defibrillator out of the Tom Carrick Fund for the sum of £25.00.

7. NEW BUSINESS
a) Community Resilience
Colin was contacted by Resilience Officers in the Council namely Ms Mandy Patterson and Ms Diane Irving-Davidson.  He had invited them to the meeting but they were unable to attend.  They propose to come to the next Community Council which is to be held on 1st April 2019. 
b)
Defibrillator Battery
This has now been received and is in good working order.

c) Life Saving Swimming Group

Colin was contacted by a member of this group as they had previously been given a donation of £250.  Unfortunately they did not bank the cheque which is now out of date.  Joe proposed that they apply for funding when this is opened as long as they meet the criteria and it is of local interest.

ANY OTHER COMPETENT BUSINESS

Councillor Wood is aware of the potholes advised that this work is ongoing and may be outsourced.  Kate had said that if one was to purchase an electric car it would be ruined if it were to hit a pothole.  Councillor Wood said that the Council has now implemented charges for owners of electric cars to re-charge the battery to run them.

Councillor Wood reported that if agreement is reached on the latest proposals for the forthcoming budget of 2019-2020 will result in another slim-line Council.

Carrie proposed that the Community Council implement a Facebook Page which was agreed – Action:  Carrie to set up.
Allan reported that he is currently waiting on surgery and may not be fit enough to use the community strimmer at present.
Alistair noted that he had met some children from the Pre-School and the children had to avoid a fair amount of dog faeces.  Alistair asked Councillor Wood about obtaining waste bins for dog faeces.  Councillor Wood initiated that the Council would be reluctant to supply this as they would then be held responsible for them being emptied.  He agreed that there was no easy fix to this problem and to be vigilant when out walking.  It was further suggested to erect a sign – Action:  Allan to contact the Council re: Signage.
