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3.   ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 2nd JULY 2018
Minutes of meeting of 2nd July were approved by Archie Anderson and seconded by Archie McFadzean.
3. POLICE REPORT

The Police did not attend the meeting.
4. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

a.  Speed signs and funding - update
Colin has written to a gentleman in the Council, sadly he has left the post.  It was noted that this may taken previous negotiations back to square one.  There will be no speed signs as per Alistair speaking to Mr Oliver Mundell MP – Action:  Colin and Alistair will now try to contact a new person within the Council.  
b. 
Horse Access
Alan suggested that the person who initiated this issue should attend the meeting in person but so far she has not attended.  Alan has tried to rectify the situation but to date has been unable to.  It was also noted that this issue is in Glencairn which is not the remit of Dunscore Community Council.  

c.   “Keep Clear” road marking – Kirkgate – update? 
It was noted that there used to be a sign when the old Police Station was situated.  The Keep Clear sign was situated outside the entrance.  The occupier has complained that during funerals she is unable to move her car.
d.   Teacher numbers at Dunscore Primary School
Colin wrote to Mr Alistair Jack MP with regard to the teacher numbers.  Morag felt that if people are sending in personal notes it should not involve the Community Council.
e.    Community Strimmer
Lesley made contact with Mr Michael Grieve who is able to supply a husqvarna strimmer and is also able to supply any training if required.  Morag has concerns with regards to both the Insurance and Safety Gear – Action:  Colin to obtain a quote for Liability Insurance.  Action:  Lesley to further liaise with Mr Grieve re: pricing etc. 
f.    Locking of school gates during holidays
It was thought that the Pirate Ship which is located within the school grounds should be made available to the public.  The question was asked if it could be placed in the field.
g.    Old Dunscore Graveyard

It was felt that this area was not being looked after as it is falling into disrepair.  Walter said that the one in the town is also not being cared for.  Colin had twice tried to contact the Council but to date has had no response.

h.    Tom Carrick seat near Speddoch Hall – update?

Morag suggested that it may be time to order this.  It was proposed that the seat be placed between the hall and the cottage.  Morag thought it could be placed on the same side as the hall looking towards the river.  Alistair agreed with this suggestion.  It was noted that many people walk and cycle within this area.  It was further proposed that a second seat be placed within the Gordieston area – Action:  Joe to be asked re: available monies for seats,  Keilston to also be considered – Action:  Alistair to liaise with Joe.
6. FINANCIAL UPDATE

Joe was unavailable to give an update but will do so at the next meeting.
7. NEW BUSINESS
a.  Congratulations to Gala committee for superb gala week
It was a very successful week.  This year the dance was free which proved to be very successful with a good turnout.
b. Opening of Speddoch Hall

The hall is open for business and was used for a 25th Wedding Anniversary and a 21st Birthday Party.  There was not a lot of profit made at these events.  In future there will be a joint Gala Event for St. Andrews.  The bowling will also start back.  The contact person is Ms Fiona Kirk.  Alistair gave apologies for the opening day as he was not notified in time and initiated that there will be an official opening day, perhaps a dance which will be free entry with a bar being available.

c. Litter Picking

Alan noted that Mrs Waugh along with her son and daughter-in-law were out litter picking.  

d. Proposed windfarm – Stroanshalloch

It was noted that a lot of windfarm applications have been submitted.  The Community Council members feel that they have been mislead as they have not been officially notified and the consensus is that they should have been.  There is a meeting scheduled for Wednesday 13th September between 2.00 – 7.00pm at Glencairn – Action:  Alan to attend.  It is also hoped that this will be beneficial to Dunscore.
8. ANY OTHER COMPETENT BUSINESS
Alistair asked if a letter could be sent regarding the monies that the Arts & Crafts had received.  He thought there could be about £400 still remaining in this pot.  There is also screens to be returned – Action:  Lesley to write and enquire if the Arts & Crafts is going to be restarting and if not how much is the closing balance for re-imbursement to the Community Council
The Cemetery gates need repaired along with the gates to the play park – Action:  Lesley to contact who is responsible for the repairs and arrange for these to be repaired.

Walter proposed that this should be the time of year that the salt bins be re-filled – Action:  Walter to contact the Council. 
There is a lady in the village called Edith Graham who will be 100 years of age.  It was proposed by Michael and seconded by Alistair that Ms Graham be presented with a card and flowers priced around £25 for an Aqua Pack on behalf of the Community Council – Action:  Lesley to order the flowers and purchase the card.  The flowers will be delivered to the school on Friday 21st September and Alan and Lesley to deliver this to her on Sunday 23rd September.

The flooding at the Moat is still an ongoing issue.  Alistair had liaised with Mr Bobby Dunlop.  The owner of the field had ordered him out.  It was further noted that a bag had been stuffed in the hole.

Carrie told the Committee that the Clothing Bank which is based next to Dunscore Church is not being emptied on a regular basis.  She has called the number on the bin on numerous occasions but it is yet to be emptied – Action:  Lesley to contact Craig Bennison and to find out if there is rent being paid for the bin being placed in this area and if not could a bigger bin be installed?
