The  Chairman opened the meeting and welcomed everyone present. Thanks were given to Mr & Mrs Lowery for providing coffee.
1. APOLOGIES

There were no apologies. 
2. ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 18 AUGUST 2014
Minutes of meeting of 18 August 2014 were approved  - proposed by Alistair McFadzean seconded by Alan Todd.  Noted that numbers attending vigil at War Memorial were approx.. 100 and not as minuted.
3. POLICE REPORT

There were no police present.
4. USE OF POISON IN THE COUNTRYSIDE
Discussion on this subject arose due to a cat having been found in woodland and owners questioned the use of poison in the countryside.  Landowners use poison to kill rats and if a cat eats a poisoned rat it will die.
William Crawford made it quite clear that on this occasion, the cat in question was a victim of a traffic accident and therefore road kill.  
5. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES
l. Speddoch Hall Update
Speddoch Hall AGM had been held and a new committee elected.  The landowner has asked to be kept informed on updates and progress on rebuild.
2. Morrinton Road

Morrinton Road is presently being resurfaced.
3. Flooding

There was no update on the issue of flooding.
4. Dunscore Village Website

It was agreed that it was essential to keep this website as up to date as possible.  Also agreed to put the upkeep of noticeboards on the next agenda for Community Council meeting. 

5. Grasscutting
It had been noticed that weedkiller is being sprayed as part of the grasscutting process.  Councillor Dykes agreed to take up this issue.
6. Harestanes Windfarm
Official opening of this windfarm will take place on 21 January 2015.
6.  FINANCIAL UPDATE.  
Joe reported balances at present date were:

Windfarm Funds: £637.82 which would be carried forward to next year.
8. NEW BUSINESS

1. NOTED that litter had been dumped at Dalgonar Bridge. SEPA had dealt with the problem.
2. LOCAL VILLAGE TIP – William Crawford enquired if this tip could be cleared but was advised that clearing of such would be the responsibility of the land owner. 

3. DALGONAR ROAD – NOTED that old concrete lampposts were still on the banking.   Councillor Dykes agreed to take up this issue.

4. KIRKGATE – Hedge is protruding into roadway.  Councillor Dykes to take up this issue with D & G Council.

5. PARKING 
Parking outside the school is causing problems and there is to be an extension to the yellow lines.  There is also a possibility that the landowner may provide a strip of land for parking.
Parking at the new doctors surgery is also causing problems – this is presently being looked at.

6. SPEEDING TRAFFIC

A suggestion was made for the installation of speed bumps to alleviate the traffic speed through the village.  Councillor Dykes agreed to investigate this possibility.

7. COUNTRYSIDE RANGER

Questions were asked as to the work of the Countryside Ranger being discontinued.   Councillor Dykes to investigate.
8. COMPUTER COURSE

AGREED that enquiries be made into the provision of a computer course for interested persons.
9. CORRESPONDENCE
Posters in relation to Youth Parliament to be displayed in Glenriddel Hall.
10. ANY OTHER COMPETENT BUSINESS

1. Cyclists, in large groups,  using the back roads around the district have been causing concern.   As no Police were present at the meeting, the Chairman agreed to contact the police on this issue.
