3. POLICE REPORT

Colin welcomed PC Ian Harvey to the meeting.  Only 1 report with regards to an anti-social behaviour village dispute.  There was also theft of 2 x power tools within the Kelloholm area, 1 within Sanquhar, 1 within Thornhill and 1 within Beattock.  An Industrial wheelie bin was set alight in Sanquhar.  The Summer Drink Driving Campaign commenced on Friday 29th June.  PC Harvey reminded members that should they see anything suspicious to phone it in.  There is also a joint operation currently going on within Ayrshire where are targeting drugs, rural crime and travellers which to date is proving to be very successful.  Colin thanked PC Harvey for attending. 
4. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

a.  Speed signs and Funding Update
Alistair gave an update re: the Speed Signs.  There is between £5,500 and £6,000 towards the new signs.  The Council have agreed to erect the poles and put up the signs.  Colin has emailed the Council but to date had not yet received a reply.   
b. Horse Access – Old Railway Line

a.  Teacher Numbers at Dunscore Primary School
The Community Council have agreed to respond to Alistair Jack MP re: teacher numbers.
b.  Community Strimmer Machine
Michael suggested that a Strimmer be purchased for people to borrow to strim around the village however, it was pointed out that should someone borrow the strimmer and break a window, who would be responsible?  Colin advised that the Community Council were able to purchase the Strimmer – Action:  Colin to find out if the Community Council would be insured.  There is a Husqavara 129R priced at £345.  Action:  Lesley to liaise with Mr Michael Grieve with regards to purchasing this at a reduced price as he has a shop.  This was thought to be a possibility where the strimmer could perhaps be purchased from the Tom Carrick Fund.  

c. Locking of School Gates over the Summer Holidays
Action:  Colin to write to the school re: gates being locked as part of the monies towards the Pirate Ship was allocated from the Community Council
d. Maintenance of Old Dunscore Graveyard
Roy mentioned that the old graveyard was not being maintained and to date this year had yet to be cut.  Kate enquired if there was any graves regarded as historic with the yard and if so would the cutting be undertaking under a different umbrella – Action:  Colin to contact the Council.
6. Any Other Competent Business
a. Tom Carrick Seat at Speddoch Hall
Morag advised that the Tom Carrick seats re: Speddoch Hall were delayed whilst the hall was being rebuilt however, Speddoch Hall has now been opened to the Community.  It was proposed that the seats could be placed at Speddoch and Gordieston Brae.  Action:  To be further discussed at the next meeting as to where best place the seat.
b. Flowers
Morag thanked the Community Council for the tubs.  Everything was planted and it is hoped that the villagers water the plants.  The RAF flowers next to the bus stop angle and it was hoped that these were being watered.  Action:  Colin to photograph the display and send it to the RAF.  There are still extra plants still be used which are in the tubs.  Carrie mentioned that the pavement at Jalee cannot be walked on as it is currently being over hanged by bushes – Action:  Alan to liaise with Mandy who currently resides there.  Action:  Thanks are to be given to everyone who had been looking after the flowers.
