COMMNITY COUNCIL MEETING
2.   ADOPTION OF MINUTES OF MEETING OF 21st August 2017
Minutes of meeting of 21st August to be amended and re-distributed.  These minutes were approved by Alistair McFadzean and seconded by Joe Cook.  It was agreed that in future draft minutes would be circulated with a date for comment prior to distribution.
3. POLICE REPORT

Colin welcomed Sgt Graeme Stitt to the meeting.  He reported that persons were trying to sell generators that were not of good quality.  Members were advised not to buy goods from unknown sellers who approach your home.  
Ongoing issues for speeding in the village.  The man in question was traced and warned.  Colin is still waiting to hear back from Fiona Daubney.  He had also spoken to Elaine Murray, Leader of the Council who advised him to speak to the local Councillor.  Speeding has been an ongoing concern for approximately 6 years.  Kate noted that there was an issue when entering the village from Throughgate. Presently the speed at Throughgate is 30mph then it changes to 60mph for a short distance then it reverts back to 30mph and 20mph during the start and the end of the school day.  Colin advised members including Councillor Wood that in the past he had asked for this issue to be addressed and was informed that the speeds could not be reduced as there was no street lighting or residences sitting between two differing speeds.  Morag suggested that now that they the new Health Centre has been built, legislation may have now changed to allow the signs to be placed.  Archie advised that the school speed signs are still not all working although promises had previously been made that this would be addressed and they would be fixed.  Andrew said that this may be in breach of European Law i.e. Safer Routes to School.  Alistair was also advised that in order to erect speed signs, permission would have to be sought via the Roads Department by either contacting Fiona Daubney or Ms Janice Tighe – Action:  Colin to re-contact Fiona Daubney.
Sgt Stitt said that PC Lee Smith has been working with the school.  

There have been a couple of incidents at Speddoch since the last meeting.  They have a culprit in mind but this will take time to build a case and catch them in the act.  

Remembrance Day – Sgt Stitt has been trying to pull traffic together for this day and will liaise with Colin.

Michael noted a parking incident opposite the old Police Station.  He was advised that if it was causing an obstruction and cars were unable to pass it then the Police should be contacted.  If the driver could not be located then the car would be uplifted. It was agreed to contact Fiona Daubney and request that the “Keep Clear” road marking was re-instated.  Colin thanked Sgt Stitt for attending.
4. MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

a.  Speed signs
Alistair distributed a quote he had received which will be viable for 90 days.  This amounts to £2551.00 per sign.  There were various ones to choose from but Alistair felt that his selection best suited the needs of the village.  The next step would be where to place the sign.  Kate enquired about the maintenance.  There will be a two year warranty.  If for any reason the signs had to be returned, the only cost incurred would be the postage however, if they had to attend in person then the costs would be higher.  Payment excludes VAT and must be 100% upfront which will be invoiced.  Transport costs will also be incurred. Delivery will be anytime between 2 – 8 weeks once the order is placed.  Morag enquired if monies could be used from the Tom Carrick Fund.  Perhaps the invoice could be paid via the Council to save on VAT – Action:  Colin to contact Fiona Daubney and Councillor Wood to also contact the Council.
b. 
Defibrillator for village

The defibrillator is ready.  The next step is to train persons to use it which the Committee is hoping to undertake as soon as possible.  
c.   Adoption of Phone Box 
The phone box is ready to be cleaned and painted.  Archie will paint the phone box on the outside over the next couple of weeks.  Walter proposed that this be held off until the beginning of the year.  
d.   Gift for Dr Lowry
Colin has yet to receive any feedback on the gift that was presented to him on his recent retirement.

Manhole at bottom of Church Crescent
This is getting bigger.  It is hoped that this will be addressed soon as to-date nothing has been done to resolve it – Action:  Councillor Wood to chase up.

6. Any Other Competent Business
a.  Visibility at Throughgate Junction
It had previously been suggested to erect mirrors on the road at Throughgate but Members were advised that Police Scotland will not support this.
b. Heritage Centre – request for volunteers to join guides team

Volunteers sought to act as guides for weekends.  Names to be given to John Drabble via Colin.

c.  Decide dates for future meetings

d.  Water retention plans for Glebe and effect on playpark drainage
The local Salmon Fishery Board is leading a project to improve the ecology of the Laggan burn as there are concerns re: flooding.  Near Mansegate it is intended to change the shape of the riverbed. Further down stream it is intended to create more meanders.  There are concerns re: the park.  To date the fisheries have spent £100,000 and have advised that there is no more money in the pot therefore the Local land owners (including the Church of Scotland)  would have to raise the money.  Re: post Brexit, this could become hard to do.
e.  Other Competent Business

Colin showed a leaflet re: Jane Haining which was produced through the Tom Carrick Fund.  To date 1000 leaflets have been used up.  They had previously been printed via Alba Printers.  The leaflets now need to be updated.  It was proposed that the Committee obtain further quotes bearing in mind that Alba holds the master copy – Action:  Colin to obtain quotes.
The Royal Air Force will be 100 years old.  They would like to promote RAF in Bloom.  Flower beds would promote their colours to promote their Centenary Year – Action:  Colin to contact them.
Morag has purchased her tulips and thinks we need new compost which would amount to approximately 4 bags.  Action:  Colin to liaise with Alan re: top up of compost which would be divided into eight pots.  Action:  Morag to empty bedding plants.  Volunteers would be greatly appreciated.  They are to be emptied prior to frost.  This is to be done before November if possible.  Morag has bought 8 x bags.  Members have kindly volunteered to plant them and have each taken a bag which contain 15 tulip bulbs in each.
Colin gave a leaflet re: Business Week for small businesses to try and engage with them.  This will be happening throughout the week.  Unfortunately Kate did not receive a leaflet.

Action:  Lesley to apply for her Admin Grant and will perhaps liaise with Janet Johnston on how to obtain this.

Michael said he had received a complaint regarding the amount of dog dirt around Craig Block.  Andrew said that this may be difficult to enforce as outside the village – Action:  Colin to add this to the email he intends on sending to Fiona Daubney.

Walter noted that the pot holes were being repaired but only up to Speddoch Hall.  There is pot holes from Milton through to Dunscore - Action:  Walter to report this via the Pot Hole Repair Line and Councillor Wood to chase up.   The white lines will also need to be replaced – Action:  Colin to add this to his list.

It was noted in the previous minute that the AGM would be held at this meeting however, it has now been proposed to hold the AGM at the next meeting in accordance with the Constitution.
